Once you have passed both classroom and behind-the-wheel, reports will be sent to the Illinois State Board of Education.  Approximately a week after you have finished behind-the-wheel, you will be able to access your information by going to the following website:

https://sec1.isbe.net/driveredweb/inquiry.asp
You will now need to input your permit number.  (Do not use dashes, example Z11122223333.)  The system will do a search and let you know if all your records have been received and approved.  If approval is made, you are now eligible to go to a driver license facility and take your driving test (as long as you meet the additional requirements listed below).  Your information will already be in the Secretary of State’s computer system.

Remember……you may have to wait one week after you finish behind-the-wheel before your records will be approved.

When you go to the driver’s license facility to take your driving test, you must meet the following requirements:

1. You must be at least 16 years of age.

2. You must bring your instruction permit (both halves), which is at least nine months old. 

3. Bring your 50 additional practice hour certification form signed by a parent.

4. Bring a valid insurance card for the vehicle you will be using to take the driving test.

5. Take these forms of identification:

a. Social Security card, bearing your signature

b. School I.D. (or other picture I.D.)

c. Certified birth certificate (no hospital birth certificates are acceptable.

d. Proof of residency (postmarked envelope addressed to you is acceptable)

Your parent or guardian MUST accompany you to the driver’s license facility in order for you to get your license.
